Pick a Location: Submit a Bid
Any country looking to host a World’s Fair or Expo must first make a bid to be presented to the BIE (Bureau International des Expositions), or governing board for planning such events. Our project is no exception. As a class, you will be presenting a bid document and video which fulfills this proposal.

What Are the Benefits of Hosting?
There are significant positive impacts to hosting a World Fair.  On a global scale, it provides a unique forum for nations and people from around the world to come together, focus attention on issues of global importance, and offer innovative ideas, products and services to address anticipated challenges and take advantage of opportunities.  Hosting a World Fair would increase the prestige of your class and campus both district and city wide, as members of both campuses would travel to the host school to take part in the Fair and members of the community would be invited to walk through the exhibits as well.  Hosting the World’s Fair would strongly enhance the host school’s position within the district.

What Are the Challenges of Hosting?

However, there are also significant costs and risks associated with a bid to host a World’s Fair. Since administrative support and faculty participation is essential for a successful bid, there would have to be a significant amount of background work in order to make sure that support would be forthcoming from both sources.  

The next stage in pursuing a bid to host the World’s Fair would be to undertake a more detailed Bid Analysis and material collection. If the class’s bid was successful, time is also of the essence. Allowing for a total time period of 1 week to complete the Official Bid phases, including decisions by the Administration, Faculty and governing BIE (made up of your teachers), the complete bid must be finalized by April 7th.

What Will Your Bid Look Like?
To host a World’s Fair, candidate cities are required to complete a detailed questionnaire and promotional video for BIE review. Among other requirements a strong theme or unifying vision is critical to the development of a successful bid. The responses to the questionnaire help establish the school’s readiness to host the Fair.  This questionnaire and other information required by the BIE include:

1. The chosen theme, concept, and vision for the Fair with accompanying publicity poster

2. Venue considerations (locations total area, maximum and minimum space for participants) as well as a detailed map of the space available and how to allocate it for the displays

3. Details about scheduling and accommodations for bathroom and lunch breaks for fair participants, including the temporary closing of the fair for fairgoers during the mealtime

4. Proof of administration and faculty support for the Fair

5. Estimated attendance for the Fair

6. A 1-3 minute video accompanying the written proposal highlighting the above findings

Hosting a World’s Fair requires that a bid be submitted to the BIE of the local campus first, and will be shared with competing bid schools as well as the District-wide BIE.  The successful bid will receive a video congratulating them on their success within 1 week of submitting bids.

Committee Work:
It is suggested that you consider the formation of various committees to tackle all of the tasks required for a successful bid.  Potential committees include:

· Theme and Concept Committee

· Venue Committee

· Schedule and Accommodation Committee

· Support Analysis and Attendance Committee   and

· Promotional Video Committee

Of course, since a successful bid should have all of the bid elements cohesive, you should also maintain open and consistent communication among all committee groups  To that end, you may consider choosing a centralized leader for the bid, who will organize the work days and hold pre-and-post work meetings to facilitate open communication.

Your Annotated Bibliography
When you've finished gathering all your sources, you will create an annotated bibliography for the research you put into your World’s Fair paper and display. However, unlike earlier in the year, you will also be writing a paper based on the information you found in your research. Consider this document your review of the skills needed to complete this type of bibliography.

What is an Annotated Bibliography?
· A bibliography, sometimes referred to as References or Works Cited, is an organized list of sources (e.g., books, journal/magazine articles, Web sites, etc.) consulted in the research process.  This research document will be in MLA format.

· Each source in the bibliography is represented by a citation that includes the author (if given), title, and publication details of the source.

· An annotated bibliography is a bibliography with an additional description or evaluation (i.e., annotation) of each source.

What is the Purpose of Writing an Annotated Bibliography?
The purpose of the annotation is to help the reader evaluate whether the work cited is relevant to a specific research topic or line of inquiry and to help him or her remember the information in the work for further reference.  It is the first document completed while working on a research paper.

What Does an Annotated Bibliography Include?
Generally, each annotation should be no more than 150 words. They should be concise and well written. Your annotations must include all of the following information: 

· Main focus or purpose of the work (key ideas of the text)

· Style and content information (how the style and text contribute to the beauty, power and persuasiveness)

· Conclusions or observations reached by the author (author’s point of view)

· Usefulness or relevance to your research topic (or why it did not meet your expectations)

· This means you will have to read through and take notes from your sources.

How Do I Write an Annotated Bibliography?

Creating an annotated bibliography calls for the application of a variety of intellectual skills: concise exposition, succinct analysis, and informed library research.

· First, locate and record citations to books, periodicals, and documents that may contain useful information and ideas on your topic. Briefly examine and review the actual items. Then choose those works that provide a variety of perspectives on your topic.

· Read and take notes

· Cite the book, article, or document using the appropriate style.

· Write a concise annotation that summarizes the central theme and scope of the book or article. Include one or more sentences that (a) evaluate the authority or background of the author, (b) comment on the intended audience, (c) compare or contrast this work with another you have cited, or (d) explain how this work illuminates your bibliography

Annotated Bibliography
Step by Step
1. Find your sources - 7-10 Required

2. Do advanced searches and don’t just choose the first websites you find

3. Make sure to have a mix of source types - online articles, websites, books, newspaper articles, documents, etc.  

4. Make sure you have found a source that includes all the bibliographic information you need for an entry.

5. Take notes from the source and begin pulling together the bibliographic entry

Teslik, Lee Hudson.  “Nation Branding Explained.”  Council on Foreign Relations. Council on Foreign Relations. 2007 November 9.  Web. 2014 February 26. 

Lee Hudson Teslik’s article “Nation Branding Explained,” published on the Council for Foreign Relations website in November of 2007, focuses on illuminating and detailing both the positive and negative effects of recent changes in “nation branding” in the twenty-first century. Using references to other qualified opinions, such as Joshua Fouts and Thomas Cromwell, Teslik concludes that countries engaged in “nation branding” must be careful not to cover up the sins of their nation with “good press,”  but that many potential financial and political benefits await a country that knows how to brand correctly. Providing insight into what type of nation branding exists today, the article is a good resource when considering what elements are essential in promoting one’s country and also contains a link to the Nations Brand Index, which could be useful for future research.

Your Research Paper
For your this part of our World’s Fair assignment, your group will write an explanatory essay that further explores important facets of your chosen country. In your essay, you are required to provide the historical background of your country including how your country came to be, significant changes that your country has undergone, and any other important historical information that has contributed to existence. You will then describe the seven elements of culture as they relate to your country. Finally, you will explain two significant current issues that your country faces, expounding on the impact these issues have had on the country and those who live there. 

Purpose:

Your job is to prove to us that not only are you the expert on your country, but that you have also mastered the skills of gathering and presenting information. This requirement will not only us to evaluate your ability to present information you gathered in a written form, but it will also help you as you organize your presentation for the actual Fair.

Requirements:

· A clear, concise, and defined thesis statement that occurs in the first paragraph of the essay.

· Clear and logical transitions between the introduction, body, and conclusion.

· Body paragraphs that include evidential support. 

· A bit of creativity!

· A conclusion that does not simply restate the thesis, but readdresses it in light of the evidence provided.

Considerations and Expectations:

Please be sure to have a title page on the front of this formal paper. Also please be sure to write in 12-point Times New Roman and double-space your paper. 

Pay attention to MLA standards in this paper. Include page numbers with your last name in the right hand corner and be sure that your header is correct. Cite all of your sources carefully according to MLA standards, including internal citations as well as your works cited page. Be aware that, if a computer algorithm (like EasyBib) constructed your works cited page for you, we not be able to accurately assess your ability and will have to mark “No Evidence” on the rubric, which equates to a zero.

Though we will not require a page count for this paper, you may not be digging deep enough if your paper does not surpass five pages. That said, your paper should be as long as it needs to be.

Your Display
Until this point, all of this World's Fair business might feel a lot like the other activities that you've done in Cultural Studies. As you begin planning for your display—that is, how your actual booth will look like—you will notice the difference between the tri-fold display you used for your Latin American Market Day project and the large-scale installation that's expected for your World's Fair.

Purpose:

At a real World's Fair, each country typically constructs entire pavilions or buildings to display their culture. Though we don't want you build an entire building (really, we don't), we expect you put together a display comparable in scope but more realistically sized.

Requirements:

Your country will be given a 10' x 10' space to occupy, two small testing tables, two chairs, and electricity—that's it. Within those limitations, you construct a display that embodies the culture and history of your country. 

You must also apply all seven elements of culture to your country and incorporate it into your display, though you do not need to necessarily portray them in images; how can you work, say, government or social organization into your display in a creative way

Remember that, even though your display must represent your country, it must also reflect the theme of the Fair. Make sure that you put something into your display that expresses this theme effectively.

Expectations and Considerations:

Although there are few expectations, we teachers are hoping that you go above and beyond to construct something that really amazes us in addition to your classmates and the Fair's visitors. 

A neat idea to consider would be to research the architecture of your culture. Is there a "look" to the buildings that populate your country? Is there a well-known building you can replicate? Also consider looking into the buildings that your country has constructed previously at real World's Fairs; you might reap ideas just by seeing how your country has represented itself. Looking for an easy (and safe!) way to make your book look like a building? Consider hanging fabric or giving the impression of walls with dividers.

Don't forget to consider the non-architectural sides of this display too. Will you have music? Will you show a video? What about lighting and ambiance?

Technical Equipment and Know-How:
This is all up to you. Your teacher may be able to give you some direction, but there are no construction materials and is no equipment available from the school that you can use to either play music or show a video. All that you need you must be prepared to gather yourself. 

Please do not read into this list of requirements and expectations that you MUST spend money on this part of the assignment. You do not have to; instead, think of some creative ways to reach these expectations without a shopping spree at Hobby Lobby.

Your Commercial
Among the final products you need to create for your World’s Fair presentation is a tourism commercial highlighting some of the amazing elements that make up your country’s unique culture.  

Requirements:
· The commercial must be between 1-2 minutes

· It must show at least glimpses of 4 of the 7 elements of culture

· It should contain a mix of:

· archival footage

· still images

· music of the culture

· title slides

· voice over

· you can choose to appear yourselves or only have a voice over

The Purpose:
The purpose of your Tourism Ad is to convince people visiting the Fair to come to your booth and “explore” your country. All of the ads will be playing continuously throughout the day while the Fair is in session, so consider the quality of your ad carefully so that you “brand” your country in a way that is both honest and interesting to visitors.

Technical Equipment and Know-How:
This is all up to you. Your teacher may be able to give you some direction, but there is no equipment available from the school that you can use to either film or edit your commercial.

Your Presentation
This is it! All of your research and planning have built up to this moment—your actual presentation at the World's Fair! Consider your display and commercial part of this presentation, accessories to help you celebrate your country during the fair.
Purpose:

A World's Fair serves the dual purpose of sharing one's culture with curious visitors as well as uniting with the rest of the world. Your presentation should put your country on display in the most appealing light possible while articulating its role within an expanding global culture. Remember that teachers and students will be guests, and that you will need to inform them about your culture. Not only will this be an assessment (we're evaluating your ability to present information), but also a celebration of our Cultural Studies class—our last hurrah, if you will.

Requirements:

For your presentation, you will need to put together a short "spiel" about your country. It should be two-to-three minutes and express all that is meaningful about your country with enough time for your visitors to ask questions and move on to other countries. Try to memorize this spiel and perfect its presentation. Give specific examples—evidence!—that celebrates your culture. Be sure that it not only captures all seven elements of culture, but also conveys the Fair's theme.

Also, prepare some kind of "take-away" for your audience. These can be informational pamphlets, which are easy to make, but they can also be something more interesting or complex—a symbolic souvenir, maybe. Prepare enough for 75 potential guests.

Be sure to express your culture through your dress, either a traditional or a modern take. Don't be shallow; instead of reducing your culture to a stereotype, use this as an opportunity to celebrate your culture in a creative way. This is a requirement.

And, of course, be sure to express your culture through food. Again, prepare enough for 75 potential guests, but be smart; ice cream might melt without a freezer, and fried food might congeal or spoil after four hours of sitting around in a gnarly frying pan.

Expectations and Considerations:

We expect these presentations to be professional, to convey information in such a manner that your standing in the world depends on it. Prepare your spiel ahead of time, and brainstorm ways to engage your visitors as they approach your display; don't wait for them to ask you questions. 

Also be prepared to answer a variety questions about your country. Student visitors might have questions that seem silly or shallow, the sorts of stuff you didn't find necessary to research, but they will still demand answers. Teachers will want to flaunt their knowledge by asking you questions about economic crises, political scandals, human rights abuses, and so on; impress them with by having real answers. Don't wing it; become the expert of your country!

Technical Equipment and Know-How:
Your presentation itself may not require much technology; if it does, however, you're on your own. Your teacher may be able to give you some direction, but there is no equipment available from the school that you can use to show a movie, play music, or present information.
